This Association proposes that Sections 37 and 38 of the Australian
Copyright Act be amended to read as follows:

-37.(1) The copyright in a literary, dramatic, musical or artistic
work is infringed by aperson who , without the licence of the
owner of the copyright, imports an article into Australia for

the purpose of -

(a) selling, letting for hire, or by way of trade offering or
exposing for sale or hire, the article;

(b) distributing the article -

(i) for the purpose of trade; or

(ii) for any other purpose to an extent that will affect
prejudicially the owner of the copyright; or

(c) by way of trade exhibiting the article in public, where,
to his knowledge, the making of the article would,if the

article had been made in Australia by the importer, have
constituted an infringement of the copyright.

(2) The importation by a person for the purpose of trade of less
than 20 copies in any calendar month of an article which is of

the same printing or edition as that normally supplied in
Australia by the copyright owner shall not constitute an
infringement if the importer is paying to the vendor not
less than the tradeprice set by the copyright owner in the
country fromwhich they are purchased.
